Title


“Harry and Lucy . . . vol. 1,” “frontispiece” (plate 1).

Along with Ruskin’s designation “frontispiece,” the drawing can also be identified with reasonable confidence as “plate 1.” Since the next plate to appear in MS I is numbered <link>“2,”</link> the ambiguously placed numeral “1” (perhaps a roman numeral “I”) probably refers to the drawing, rather than to the volume of “Harry and Lucy.” See <link>discussion</link>.
