Discussion

The drawing depicts Harry and Lucy’s house as a brick house with a door and four windows, two on each story. Lined up next to the house are a tree and a circular object surmounting a tall, narrow triangle. The latter might be interpreted as the sun sending down its beams, or, referring to the text that wraps around the drawing, to a balloon with “a rod that communicated with it” (<link>chap. 2</link>).

In the earlier plates, Ruskin tends to line up objects in a horizontal row, on a plane directly facing the viewer. Starting with “Harry and Lucy . . . vol. 1,” plate 7, he attempts more complex spatial relationships.
