Discussion

The drawing depicts a ship with three masts, and a person standing beneath the ship’s bow. In the immediately surrounding text of <link>chap. 6</link>, Harry and Lucy are on their way to the sea at Hastings. No mention is made here of a ship’s launch, but earlier, in <link>chap. 4,</link> Harry launches his toy boat; and, in <link>chap. 2,</link> he uses a toy boat to show Lucy “how ships were floated into docks to be repaired.”

In the earlier plates, Ruskin tends to line up objects in a horizontal row, on a plane directly facing the viewer. Starting with “Harry and Lucy . . . vol. 1,” plate 7, he attempts more complex spatial relationships.
