MS I, p. 1r (the ambiguously placed roman numeral “I” probably refers to this drawing, rather than to the volume of “Harry and Lucy,” since the next “plate” in the volume is numbered “2”), 13, 24, 37, 42, 48 (i.e., second p. 48), 54, 59, 86, 94.
On p. 1r, following the title page, Ruskin drew a “frontispiece”: “HARRY AND LUCY / concluded / [horizontal bar] / frontispiece,” decorated by a drawing showing a horse, house, tree, and bridge. Behind these objects is an outline that looks like a hill but that the boy labeled “a rainbow.” The rainbow emerges from a cloudy sky, through which the sun is breaking. This carefully labeled detail at the start of the volume complements, whether intentionally or not, the poem that neatly closes the volume, “On the Rainbow: In Blank Verse.” The drawing also complements <link>Harry’s vision of the Witch of the Alps at the end of the prose narrative</link>.
