Ambiguously, the position of the drawing associates with the MS III second poetry anthology (early 1828 or afterward), whereas its subject associates it with a poem in the manuscript’s earlier anthology, “poetry discriptive (fall/winter 1827). See <link>MS III, discussion</link> and <link>contents</link> for how these two anthologies are staged in the composition of the manuscript; see also the poem, “Ragland Castle” (in “poetry discriptive”), which certainly can be paired with the drawing, although the drawing and the poem cannot be proved to have been composed simultaneously.
