Maria Edgeworth, Harry and Lucy Concluded (Ruskin’s copy)

A copy owned by Ruskin with a Brantwood bookplate was acquired by <link>Sharp</link> (Viljoen, Ruskin’s Backgrounds, 7). Sharp gave his collection to Helen Gill Viljoen, who in turn, in dividing her collection between libraries, gave Ruskin’s books in her possession to the Beinecke Library, Yale University, New Haven, Conn., where this copy of Harry and Lucy Concluded remains.

The copy is a first (1825) edition. . . .

It is unclear whether this copy is the one that Ruskin used in childhood. The binding is tight and the pages clean, as compared with Ruskin’s boyhood copy of <link>Edgeworth’s Frank,</link> which . . . and which contains marginalia in Ruskin’s boyhood as well as mature hands. All(?) the marginalia in Ruskin’s Harry and Lucy Concluded is in Ruskin’s mature hand; however, a crude geometrical drawing on the back endpaper of volume 4 may date from boyhood(?).
