The Boston book dealer was highlighted in Lehmann-Haupt, Book in America (1939) as “a disciple of Ruskin, and moved by many interests which he shared with the Stone and Kimball generation” (254)—referring to the small art-nouveau publishers of the 1890s, such as Stone & Kimball in Chicago and Copeland & Day in Boston, “which had in common their determination to publish only works of literary quality and to bring out their selections in an attractive and distinctive format” (211).
