Year 1 (2002/3)

· Grant preparation (NEH, Mellon, Fulbright), with matching involvement by SLU.

· With permission of Alastair Doughty, Keith Hanley, and Roger Garside, I would like to keep up an exchange with Alastair, learning from him as he develops his design for his Poetry of Architecture edition, and freely sharing with him my research in the early Ruskin. Alastair’s edition, as a degree project, should remain autonomous; at the same time, we only stand to gain by sharing ideas about what our editions are meant to accomplish and how they can work.

Year 2 (2003/4) (i.e., as projected in grant proposals [3-year proposals])

· If the grant applications are unsuccessful or only partially successful (i.e., funded at lower awards), we carry on with the year 1 proposal, while trying again.

· If grants are successful, and proceeding on the assumption that, by this point, design issues have been hammered out, work can begin in earnest involving students and staff at both Lancaster and SLU.

· Code development

· I think there should be someone on the ground in SLU’s Computer Science Department, whom Roger can teach and work with, and who would be continually available to handle the day-to-day nitty-gritty of getting the code to work.

· This means Roger would come occasionally to SLU or our person to Lancaster—or, more likely perhaps, an interchange.

· Pedagogy at SLU

· Computer Science is interested in using the project as a “real-world” application in courses at various levels, from web design to programming.

· Professional writing (English Department) is prepared likewise to use the project in web design courses, as well as to commit a graduate student solely to this project.

· Our English Department Graduate Director and I would recruit a student to be groomed to work on a later phase of the project, and destined for moving on from a degree at SLU to the Ruskin Programme (if that interests Keith).

· Aim in this year for a joint presentation on the editions by Alastair and David at the Society for Textual Scholarship (always in the spring in New York), along with a chance for Alastair to visit the Morgan and the Beinecke.

· Pedagogy at Lancaster

· This is of course up to Lancaster. What I think makes scholarly sense is for the Programme to think about parallel development of a project in Ruskin’s early drawings and art education.

Years 3–4 (i.e., years 2 and 3 of 3-year grant)

· Same as previous year, except that a student would now have been recruited, entered the program and taking courses toward an M.A., with an eye to moving on to Lancaster eventually.
