Navigation

· Overall navigation for the edition

· By physical artifact (ms. or printed book)

· By discreet literary text

· Navigation within discreet texts (1-300) for complex texts, consisting of many parts

For each discreet text (1-300, including all subsections of texts)

· Variable number of tabs (and accompanying images)

· Buttons out to the side of the tabs (or somewhere) for elements tied to each item

· Brief overview of ms and publication history

· Dating

· Sources

· Description of ms. or printed book

· Collations (ideally XML/TEI; at the least, tabular collations)

· Link to navigation bar

· Toggle button to switch over to ms. mode

· Transcript

· Not tab(s), but button at the side

· Displays transcript of the tab that’s presently active

· Once transcript button is activated, the text mode is changed (in the text window) to the transcript. The transcript button works as a toggle that will let you go back to image of manuscript.

· Active links for local annotations within the text (i.e., words that occur in the text itself).

· (As an alternative to button at the side) Specially marked tab(s)

For each manuscript notebook

· If a given ms is chosen, one tab will appear, with the successive pages of that manuscript available within the text window

· Buttons out at the side

· Brief overview of ms and publication history

· Dating

· Sources

· Description of ms. or printed book

· Collations (ideally XML/TEI; at the least, tabular collations)

· Link to navigation bar

· Toggle button that would switch over to discreet literary text mode

· Transcript

· Not tab(s), but button at the side

· Displays transcript of the tab that’s presently active (in this case, only one possibility)

· Once transcript button is activated, the text mode is changed (in the text window) to the transcript. The transcript button works as a toggle that will let you go back to image of manuscript.

· Active links for local annotations within the text (i.e., words that occur in the text itself).

· (As an alternative to button at the side) Specially marked tab(s)
