Because lists can nest inside lists (a way, for example, of representing outline style), levels need to be distinguished. If we want to express levels in more than one way within the edition (bullets here, numbers/letters there), we’ll have to give CSS further clues.

For simple lists, numbering (i.e., @n) is n=1, 2, 3 . . . (Arabic numerals) for both levels 1 and 2, leaving it to CSS to decide how to display. But some lists are specified. . . .

	The TEI guidelines recommend this tag for formal bibliographies, rather than the more generic <list>. Although <list> can contain the same bibliographic citation tags used also within <listBibl>, the latter is intended for processing this specialized kind of list.

<biblStruct> in <listBibl> corresponds to <item> in <list>; that is, each entry in the bibliography is encased within <biblStruct>

Note you can’t nest <div> within <listBibl> (just as you can place a <div> within a <list>; it only validates the other way around (see how the edition bibliography is organized, accordingly).

Note the distinction between <analytic> and <monogr> and <series>, which distinguish, respectively, between an item within an entity, the entity itself, and a larger series to which the entity may belong. For example, an article within a book-length collection, which in turn forms part of a series of similar book-length collections, would require all three tags, filled with the appropriate information.

Titles embedded within the <analytic>, <monogr>, and <series> levels are recommended to carry the @level = “a” (analytic); “j” (journal), “m” (monograph), “u” (?); “s” (series).

See 3.11.2.7 (and 3.11.1 and 3.11.2.2) for the ordering of elements. Note that any <resp> statement placed after <edition> (if used) applies only to that edition.

Only internal punctuation should be included (e.g., within a title, such as a colon). We’ll use the code for en-dash as appropriate for dates.
