Attribute: type (= “main” or “sub”).

“main” = The title regularized according to the rules in System of Title Citation for Manuscripts.

“sub” = Specifies status of description and transcription (e.g., “An electronic edition generated from a description of MS IA and transcription of its contents”).

	Mandatory for the TEI Header after the first release of a file. Child may be <edition> or <p> but not both.

	Child of <editionStmt>
	Gives version of file (not archive as a whole) at point of upload. Because individual files in ERM may undergo “significant changes in intellectual content” without the entire archive stepping up to a new edition, this edition number can change independently of the archive edition (and can also allow for <resp>, if appropriate). Need there be a relationship stated between file and archive editions?
